THE GALLERY CONTRACT

SPONSORED BY THE CROWLEY ART ASSOCIATION

AS A MEMBER OF THE CROWLEY ART ASSOCIATION (CAA) YOU MAY DISPLAY YOUR WORK IN THE GALLERY. THE RULES AND REGULATIONS YOU ARE ASKED TO ABIDE BY, ARE AS FOLLOWS:

1. I agree to pay CAA dues of $20.00 & a display fee of $48.00 each calendar year. I understand a commission of 20% on each of my items sold will be retained for operating The Gallery. I will set my price accordingly, which includes this commission.

2. All work in The Gallery must be for sale.

A. Originals, from which prints and workshop samples are allowed.

B. Artists affirm that all work brought into The Gallery is their own genuine work and is suitable for family viewing.

3. In no event shall The Gallery be liable for an injury, damage, fire, loss, theft or disappearance of or to property, however reasonable care & security is afforded all work in The Gallery.

4. The Gallery shall keep accurate records of work sold. Inventory is solely the responsibility of the artist.

5. All checks issued to artists are to be cashed within 30 days.

6. Payments of sales less commission for items sold will be made on a calendar month basis.

7. I will agree for The Gallery to negotiate a layaway plan to sell my work.

8. Gallery agrees to exhibit the works consigned within the limits of available space.

9. The CAA screening committee (before work is accepted for display) will screen all work.

Paintings must be framed in quality frames with the painting properly installed and wired for hanging. Only museum wrapped canvases are accepted without frames. Saw tooth hangers are only accepted with wire loops for hanging. All paintings must be properly sealed except for oil paintings. If for any reason work is not accepted a written explanation will be attached to the work and the artist/crafter contacted. Accepted work will be displayed as soon as possible.

10. All work should be exchanged every three months for different work.

11. All work will be displayed by the CAA display committee and should not be arranged by members. The Gallery will try to always present quality work to customers.

12. When dues are not paid for the calendar year, work will be removed, a phone call or a letter will be sent to the artist/crafter reminding them of their responsibilities. If you do not respond, work will be reduced and sold for the benefit of The Gallery.
